The Orpheum Theatre was
built in 1929 in the Spanish
Baroque Revival style ata
cost $750,000. The theatre
was sold to Paramount mov-
ies in 1949 and then again in
1968 to James Nederlander.

The City of Phoenix pur-
chased the site in 1984, and
in 1985 was listed on the
National Register of Historic
Places. The Orpheum be-
came a non-profit organiza-
tion in 1989 and a 4-phase,
$14 million renovation was
started. Opening night was
January 28, 1997 with Carol
Channing in Hello Daolly,
